Transportation project planning: 
Get involved now
Your regional government is planning new transportation projects to help preserve 
livability. The latest projects will bring commute alternatives to Clackamas County, 
and to those who shuttle between Portland and Vancouver. Want your concerns 
to be heard? Now’s the time to get involved.

Portland–Milwaukie Light Rail Project
This project will bring light rail transit 
and Park & Ride options to the city of 
Milwaukie and western Clackamas 
County. The route is still being 
determined; from downtown Portland it 
will cross the Willamette River on a new 
bridge near OMSI, then head as far 
south as SE Park Avenue at SE 
McLoughlin Boulevard. The extension 
will be about 6.5 miles, with 10 stations 
and nearly 2,000 Park & Ride spaces.

Columbia River Crossing Project
The Columbia River Crossing is a bridge, 
transit and highway improvement 
project for Interstate 5 between 
Vancouver and Portland. The project 
is studying two bridge options and 
two transit options to identify the best 
combination to improve mobility and 
safety and decrease congestion.

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September service 
change affects Portland-
Vancouver connection
Beginning September 2, bus Line 
6-Martin Luther King Jr Blvd will end 
at Jantzen Beach, and will no longer 
serve Vancouver, Washington. Instead, 
customers riding from Portland to 
Vancouver may transfer from TriMet’s 
Line 6 to a C-TRAN shuttle bus at Jantzen 
Beach, or from TriMet’s MAX Yellow 
Line to C-TRAN Lines 41, 44, 47 and a 
shuttle bus at the Delta Park/Vanport 
MAX Station. Beginning September 30, 
C-TRAN will replace shuttle bus service 
with service on C-TRAN’s Line 4-Fourth 
Plain, stopping at both Jantzen Beach and 
Delta Park/Vanport station.

The September service change will also 
bring minor schedule changes to bus lines 
6, 8, 9, 15, 19, 20, 22, 23, 25, 27, 28, 29, 
31, 33, 35, 36, 37, 39, 43, 44, 45, 47, 51, 
52, 57, 59, 60, 61, 64, 65, 66, 67, 68, 70, 
71, 72, 77, 80, 81, 82, 84, 88 and 99. For 
the latest information, check trimet.org or 
call 503-238-RIDE (7433) before you ride.

Automatic announcements 
coming to a bus near you

If you ride MAX, you know how helpful automatic stop 
announcements (ASA) can be.

Reader boards attached to the ceiling show the name of the next 
stop, accompanied by audio recordings. Outside the train, recordings 
state which MAX line you’re about to board. ASA is especially helpful 
for people with visual or hearing impairments, but everyone benefits 
from the reassurance.

Now ASA is coming to buses. You may have already heard the first 
phase of the program: external audio announcements at major 
transfer locations and stops served by multiple bus lines. Currently in 
development, bus ASA will also make internal announcements prior 
to major stops, transfer points and MAX stations—both audibly and 
visually.

ASA will be installed on low-floor buses first and added to new bus 
purchases in the future. The next time you ride and encounter a bus 
with ASA, let us know your thoughts!
